4-H Ages: youth from ages 5 AND in kindergarten to 
eight years old may join as Cloverbud members; 4-H Project/Club age: as of Jan. 1 of project year, 
youth 9 years old (or 8 yrs in 3rd grade) to age 19 (last year of 4-H is the year in which the youth attains 
the age of 19).  Thanks for all you do!

Please allow for 2 
weeks for book orders due to limited storage space and reduced budget.  Books must be picked up at office. Please call the 
office before your trip to pick up items. Due to our small staff, office may not be opened all times due to illness, meetings, etc.  
4-H Advisor Registration:   Please make sure to list and enroll ALL your 4-H Club Advisors who help with your 4-H Club 
on your club enrollment advisor list.  Remember that any adult who helps consistently, 2-3 times a year,  or is ever alone with 
4-H youth MUST complete the OSU Volunteer Selection procedure and background check.   
Youth Travel Opportunities with Ohio 4-H:  Ohio youth with a desire to learn about other cultures can travel the globe 
through Ohio 4-H!  We’ll offer 1-month international exchange programs to Australia, Costa Rica and Norway during summer 
2010.  Each adult-chaperoned program allows youth to stay with a local host family and explore the  culture and language first
-hand.  The application deadline is Wednesday, January 27, although it will be extended if spots are still available.  Dates and 
prices vary by country and scholarships of at least $600 are offered to all selected participants.  If you have any interested 
youth I’d be happy to answer questions and guide them through the process.

Camp Dates: There are two residential camp opportunities.  Youth Symposium and Leadership Camp – held at Camp Joy

The Public Nature of Social Networking Sites 
We all need to remember the PUBLIC nature of information shared on social networking systems such as Facebook and Twit-
ter.  It is easy for personal comments to be read by unintended readers, to be misperceived, and then the damage is done. 
The 4-H Cloverbud Program and Competition: Do you ever wonder why the 4-H Cloverbud program does not include 
competitive activities as we do with older youth in 4-H? Well it is all about being age appropriate and focusing on our overall 
goal of healthy development by advancing life skills. As a result, 4-H Cloverbud children are engaged in activities that are 
noncompetitive without setting-up categories or classes that create inequities. Children have a difficult time understanding 
winning and losing. Feeling and fact are often merged and especially when children lose they relate negative feelings to their 
self-worth. Competition is usually connected to external awards/approval and in these settings they begin to define themselves 
extrinsically which is a weak foundation for their developing self-concepts. Cloverbud children in noncompetitive activities 
are more likely to develop confidence, creativity, and competence than do children in competitive situations. (Scott Scheer, 
PhD, Extension Specialist).

Dairy :  Dairy Market Steer home visits will be on Saturday, March 6, 2010.  Please make sure your steers are where the com-
mittee can find them! Dairy Beef Feeders must be in the possession and care of the junior fair member by April 15, 2010. 
Dairy Beef Feeder tag in will be on Saturday, June 5, 2010, from 10 am – Noon.  Please make sure your animals have a halter 
on them. Also, the animals must be dehorned and castrated before the tag in or they will not be tagged.  If they are not tagged, 
you will be unable to show at the fair.   
 
Swine:    Tag in for swine is Saturday, June 5, 2010 from 8 am – 11 am.   
There will be a swine clinic on Wednesday, March 24, 2010, starting at 6:30 pm, at RG Drage.  This clinic will cover feed, 
showmanship, and will also include Quality Assurance.  You must be present for the entire clinic and sign in to receive credit 
for quality assurance.  
 
Beef: Market Beef home visits will be on Saturday, March 6, 2010.  Please make sure your animals are where the commit-
tee can find them! 
 
Rabbit:  There will be a clinic on Tuesday, April 27, 2010 at 7:00 pm at the Art Hall on the fairgrounds for all rabbit mem-
bers.  First and second year members are highly encouraged to attend this clinic.  Lots of great information will be provided. 
Dairy/Market Goat:  There will be a clinic on Saturday, June 26, 2010, at 10 am at the Old Coliseum on the fairgrounds.  
Clinic will cover showmanship, hoof trimming, clipping, feeding and nutrition, and the scrapie program. 
All dairy/market goats must be in the possession and care of the junior fair member by May 31, 2010. 
Tag in for market wethers is Saturday, June 5, 2010 from 9 am – 11 am. 
 
Sheep: Weigh in and tag in for market lambs will be on Saturday, June 5, 2010, from 8 am – 11 am at the fairgrounds.  All 
sheep, including wethers, must have a scrapie tag at the tag in or they will not be tagged and weighed.  All ram lambs must be 
castrated before the June 5 tag in. 
 
Stark County Quality Assurance Program for 4-H Clubs:  Ohio Department of Agriculture (ODA) Guidelines state ALL 4
-H Advisors who teach the QA Curriculum MUST be "certified" in teaching the QA program.  If you are certified in 2007, you 
are certified for 3 years.  There will be kits available for certified Quality Assurance advisors to use available from 4-H office 
or Junior Fair office.  Please plan to contact other 4-H advisors and plan to hold multi-club QA training.  As in the past, youth 
MUST attend and have proof of participation/name on list of a Quality Assurance Program.   All state/BEST Show or other 
Extension 4-H County sponsored QA programs will be accepted as completion.  A signed letter by QA Coordinator MUST be 
submitted to Pam Baad, Junior Fair Coordinator.  NO EXCEPTIONS ARE PERMITTED!  QA Program, March 2, 2010 
6:30pm at RG Drage.  Pork QA Program & Clinic March 24 6:30pm RG Drage.
